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Driver Installation 

On Windows XP/Vista 

Caution: DO NOT connect the Ethernet adapter to your computer before 
you install the provided driver. You will be instructed to do so later.  

1.  Insert the provided CD into your disc drive. Then locate and 

double-click the setup.exe file under x:\Driver\Windows where x is 

your disc drive letter.  

     

2.  When you see the screen below, please click Next. 
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3. Please choose “I accept this EULA” and click “Next”. 

 

4. Click Finish to complete Ethernet Driver. 

 

Notice for Vista Users: If the USB 2.0 4-Port Hub with Ethernet  

Adapter does not work after completing driver installation, please  

restart you system. 
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5. Connect the Ethernet adapter’s USB end to a free USB port of your 

computer. Then a pop-up message will appear in the notification area  

indicating the installation is completed.

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Verifying the Driver Installation  

On Windows XP/Vista 

Once you finished the installation, you can open Windows Device Manager to 

verify if your Ethernet adapter is properly installed.  

To access the Device Manager: 

 On Windows Vista: Right-click Computer on the desktop and click 

Properties > Device Manager. 

 On Windows XP: Right-click My Computer on the desktop and click 

Properties > (Hardware) > Device Manager. 

In the Network adapters group, an item named LAN 9512/LAN 9514 USB 2.0 to 

Ethernet 10/100 Adapter should be displayed. 

If there is a question or exclamation mark next to that item, then the driver is not 

properly installed. Please delete the item, select the Delete the driver software 

for this device option (if provided), unplug the adapter from your computer and 

then repeat the installation steps. 
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On MAC OS X 10.5 

Once you finish the installation, you can open GO > Utilities > System Profile >
